Talking about the interpretation of a text and that there are many lenses for the reader to take for almost any text, talking about the ability to read, analyse and comprehend the varied lenses.

	Give the short story below in a handout and read with the class:

THE TASTE OF PAIN
Once an unhappy young man came to an old master and told he had a very sad life and asked for a solution.

The old Master instructed the unhappy young man to put a handful of salt in a glass of water and then to drink it.

“How does it taste?” – the Master asked.

“Terrible.” – spat the apprentice.

The Master chuckled and then asked the young man to take another handful of salt and put it in the lake. The two walked in silence to the nearby lake and when the apprentice swirled his handful of salt into the lake.

The old man said, “Now drink from the lake.”

As the water dripped down the young man’s chin, the Master asked, “How does it taste?”

Discussion (5-10 min):  Students should be willing to discuss their views, insights and opinions

Project (10 min): Take time to take keywords that impacted you and using either pen and paper or https://wordart.com/, have the students create a piece of wordart with the significant words showing as larger and in a point of importance.
